demand predominantly from China. Prices for all three commodities have
strengthened over the past six months after being subdued by the Global Financial
Crisis of late 2008/ early 2009.

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Mount Lindsay already hosts Australia’s third largest tin resource (49,000 tonnes of
tin metal) and fifth largest tungsten resource (13,000 tonnes of tungsten metal)
within 30 million tonnes of magnetite resources. With an additional 10 kilometres of
diamond drilling to be added to the database and an updated mineral resource
estimate pending, the project is sure to raise some interest from potential
customers as markets in iron ore, tin concentrates and tungsten concentrates
continue to tighten.

Outlook

RM Research anticipates that 2010 will be a pivotal year in the development of the
Mount Lindsay Project, the Company’s core asset. Diamond drilling over the past
six months has focussed specifically on the delineation of previously identified high
grade tin and tungsten zones. An updated mineral resource is due to be published
within the next few months and this is likely to result in sizeable increases in the
contained tin and tungsten metal within the resource area. This is likely to result in
Venture Minerals proceeding to feasibility study on the Project, with the ultimate
aim of unlocking value from this exciting mineral province.

Company Overview

Venture Minerals listed on the ASX in September 2006, raising $5 million to explore for
various minerals in Western Australia, South Australia and Tasmania.

By late 2007, the Mount Lindsay Project in North West Tasmania had become the main focus
for the Company, as the potential to host a large magnetite resource came to light. An initial
resource estimate of 20 million tonnes at 33% iron (Fe) content was reported in August 2008
and subsequent drilling identified a high-grade tin zone within the magnetite-rich skarns.

A second high grade zone was discovered soon thereafter, which contained not only tin but
significant levels of tungsten-bearing scheelite. An upgraded magnetite resource and an initial
resource of tin and tungsten were announced in March Quarter 2009 and Venture Minerals
moved forward with a Scoping Study on the Mount Lindsay Project.

Mount Lindsay Tin - Tungsten - Magnetite Project, Tasmania

The Mount Lindsay Project is located in North Western Tasmania. It consists of four wholly
owned exploration licences covering an area of 156 square kilometres and a further two
exploration licences of 146 square kilometres where the Company is earning 70% of the tin,
tungsten and iron rights from Bass Metals Limited.

The project tenure covers the southern, eastern and most of the northern contact
metamorphic aureole of the Meredith Granite. The Meredith Granite is part of a suite of
Devonian granites which are known to host the tin and tungsten mineralisation, as evidenced
by the nearby deposits of Renison Bell (tin); King Island (tungsten); Mount Bischoff (tin); and
Cleveland (tin).

Mount Lindsay is located 25 kilometres south east of the operating Savage River Magnetite
Mine and 15 kilometres north-west of the Renison Bell Tin Mine. The project has excellent
access to existing infrastructure including sealed roads, water, rail and port facilities and hydro
power.

Alluvial tin was discovered in the southern part of the tenement package sometime around
1893. Some minor small scale open pit and underground operations took place until the early
1930’s and several exploration programmes, predominantly for tin, were conducted in the area
over the next 60 years.

In 2001 a Government funded heli-magnetic survey was flown and data was processed. The
200 metre line spaced imagery identified many skarn units as conspicuous high-magnetic
anomalies. Approximately 14 strike kilometres of skarn have now been identified as targets for
tin — tungsten — magnetite mineralisation with a further 36 strike kilometres of target area for
further mineralisation.

Over the past two and a half years Venture Minerals has completed more than 21,000
metres of diamond drilling. This drilling has defined coincidental JORC compliant Inferred
Mineral Resources within the Mount Lindsay deposit of:

This resource was estimated and released to the ASX in early 2009. RM Research
anticipates an updated resource estimate to be published within the next few months which
should result in a substantial increase in the tin and tungsten mineral resource.

This is evidenced by the discovery of several new high-grade tin and tungsten zones over the
past six to nine months and the extension of the plunge of both the newly discovered and
previously defined mineralised zones.

Venture Minerals commissioned a Scoping Study on the Mount Lindsay Project based on the
mineral resource set out in table 1. A group of well credentialed and independent Consultants
completed this study in mid 2009 with the main conclusion being that the Project had the
potential to be a commercial operation. The main findings are set out in table 2.

One of the significant advantages that the Mount Lindsay Project possesses is
its proximity to existing infrastructure, which translates into competitive operating costs and
manageable capital expenditure requirements.

Project tenure is spread over four areas:

West Maitland — covers 15 kilometres of palaeochannel including the un-drilled
western extension of the Lake Maitland radiometric Uranium anomaly. Redport
Limited's Lake Maitland deposit is 13 kilometres east of the project area. Drilling to
the west of the Lake Maitland deposit by Mt Isa Mines and BP Minerals in the 1970’s
intersected carnotite, the main source of uranium mineralisation in calcrete-hosted
uranium deposits.

Broad spaced regolith sampling
in this area by the GSWA returned a similar uranium level as that achieved by the
GSWA's closest sample (11 km) to the Yeelirrie deposit. The Southeast Yeelirrie
tenements include undrilled radiometric anomalies.

In the early 1970’s Lone Star Exploration NL drill tested some ultramafic bodies encountering
nickel and copper anomalism associated with several ultramafic sills or flows. The
mineralisation that remains shows potential for nickel sulphide within the project area.

Paulsens South Project, Western Australia

The Paulsens©South Project covers a combined area of 73 km? flanking Nustar Mining
Corporation Ltd’'s (now Intrepid Mines Limited) (“Nustar”) Paulsens Gold Mine in the
Ashburton Mineral Field of Western Australia. According to Nustar's public releases, Paulsens
June 2004 pre-mining Indicated and Inferred Resources stood at 4 g/t Au and with a lower cut
off were 1.4 Mt at 11.7 g/t Au for approximately 540,0000z Au, and a Probable Reserve of 1.2
Mt at 10.7 g/t Au for approximately 412,000 oz Au. The Paulsens Mine has just commenced
producing and is targeting 80,000 oz Au per annum.

The southern licence portion of the project is located 4 kilometres southwest of the Paulsens
Gold Mine and covers a similar stratigraphic and structural setting where northwest trending
folds are developed in a faulted package of Melrose Argillite (lower Fortescue Group) and
gabbroic sills in the nose of the Wyloo Dome. Reconnaissance rock chip sampling of
deformed quartz veins within the Highway Fault Zone shows the presence of oxidized
sulphides. Many of the historic gold workings
(1930s) in the vicinity of Paulsens also included minor
amounts of copper.

The northern licence project area covers rocks younger than the Paulsens sequence, in
particular the Duck Creek Dolomite which has been successfully prospected further to the
northwest and southeast for Carlin-style gold mineralisation. Exploration targets include
Merlin, Electric Dingo and lbex. There has not been any significant modern gold exploration
within the area.

In the north, the project includes approximately 5 kilometres strike extent of the Marra Mamba
Iron Formation, Hamersley Group, which hosts large quantities of iron ore second only to the
Brockman Formation. With declining Brockman ore resources, the Marra Mamba is regarded
as the next generation of Australian iron ore and currently defined deposits include West
Angelas (Robe), Silvergrass (Hamersley Iron), Hope Downs (Hancock Prospecting — Rio
Tinto), and Mining Area C (BHP Billiton).

Peer Comparison

Venture Minerals’ core asset is undoubtedly the Mount Lindsay Polymetallic Project.
Because of the relatively unique product suite contained within the Mount Lindsay deposit,
peer comparison is not a straight forward exercise.

RM Research has attempted to identify ASX listed companies with similar polymetallic
projects roughly at the same stage of development.

Two such similar ASX listed groups are Aurox Resources Limited (ASX: AXO) and IMX
Resources (ASX: IXR). Aurox Resources owns the Balla Balla iron — titanium — vanadium
deposit in the Pilbara region of Western Australia whilst IMX Resources’ key asset is the
Cairns Hill iron — copper project in South Australia. The below table compares the Enterprise
Value (EV) of Venture Minerals with that of Aurox Resources and IMX Resources and
assesses the in situ value of the commercial metal suite for their respective major projects.

Table 3 indicates that Venture Minerals has a similar EV: net in situ value as Aurox
Resources and is far less capital intensive. Conversely, the Company has a more capital
intensive project than IMX Resources but a significantly lower EV: net in situ value. That is it is
comparatively undervalued in comparison with IMX Resources.

Note that Atlas Iron Limited (AGO: ASX) announced (10/03/2010), its intention to merger with
Aurox Resources valuing the company at around A$150 million. Among the other synergies
outlined by Atlas Iron was Aurox Resources’ access to the port at Port Headland underling the
importance of infrastructure to mining projects — a key selling point for Venture Minerals.

RM Research considers that this indicates that Venture Minerals has significant upside from
current share price levels, particularly when you consider that a significant amount of diamond
drilling (circa 10,000 metre of diamond core) is yet to be included in the Mineral Resource
database. RM Research anticipates that the in situ value of the Mount Lindsay deposit is
likely to grow substantially in 2010.

Directors and Management

Mel Ashton — Non Executive Chairman

Mr Ashton holds a Bachelor of Commerce degree from the University of Western Australia, is
a fellow of the Institute of Chartered Accountants and a fellow of the Australian Institute of
Company Directors. Mr Ashton also currently holds a number of board appointments,
including a National Director of the Institute of Chartered Accountants, Director of The
Hawaiian Group of Companies and a Director of Cullen Wines (Australia) Pty Ltd. He is
currently the Chairman for Empired Ltd and Gryphon Minerals Limited.

Hamish Halliday - Managing Director

Mr Halliday has 15 years of both corporate and technical experience within the mining
industry. Mr Halliday co-founded Venture Minerals and was instrumental in the acquisition of
its tenement portfolio including the Mt Lindsay Tin-Tungsten Project. Prior to Venture
Minerals, Mr Halliday founded Adamus Resources Limited, a company he ran as CEO for 6
years growing the company from a A$3 million float to a multi-million ounce emerging gold
producer. Mr Halliday also co-founded Gryphon Minerals a very successful junior explorer
defining a significant gold resource in West Africa.

Andrew Radonjic — Technical Director

Mr Radonjic is a geologist with over 20 years experience in mining and exploration, with a
specific focus on gold and nickel in the Eastern Goldfields of Western Australia. Andrew
began his career at the Agnew Nickel Mine before spending 15 years in the Paddington,
Mount Pleasant and Lady Bountiful Extended operations north of Kalgoorlie. He has fulfilled a
variety of senior roles which gave rise to three gold discoveries totalling in excess of 3 million
ounces in resources and the development of over 1 mllion ounces. He is currently a director
for Nickelore Limited.

Bruce McFadzean - Non Executive Director

Mr McFadzean has 30 years of senior management, mining and processing including stints at
BHP Billiton and Rio Tinto, the “start up” of 4 new mining operations and covering a range of
commodities including Iron Ore, Diamonds, Gold and Nickel. Bruce was recently General
Manager Operations and later Operations Director with Territory Resources where he was
instrumental in the start up of the 1.5Mtpa Francis Creek Iron Ore (NT).

Stuart was senior
geologist for Taipan Resources NL when Taipan discovered and took the Paulsens gold
deposit through feasibility study (now a mine targeting 80,000 oz Au per annum) and
exploration manager for Adamus Resources Ltd from an ASX float to a stage where a
company-making resource of over 1.0 million ounces gold had been defined for on the
Southern Ashanti Gold Project at a discovery cost of less than US$10 per resource ounce.

Substantial exploration upside from large tenement position in prospective geology. Many
untested targets to be assessed.

Favourable commodity mix with tungsten being a rare, strategic metal with strong market
fundamentals associated with Chinese market control. Iron ore prices are also forecast to
increase substantially, whereas the dearth of new tin mining operations supports strong
market interest for all new suppliers.

The identification of high-grade zones of both tin and tungsten mineralisation has the
potential to significantly enhance project economics.

The Mount Lindsay project is favourably located in north-west Tasmania in close proximity
to power, rail, road and port infrastructure.

Venture Minerals possesses a Board of Directors and Senior Management team capable
of advancing mineral projects from exploration to feasibility study status and on the
construction and mining operations.

The Company continues to review the economics of the project and has already
completed a positive scoping study using independent Consultants.

The Bears Say

The Mount Lindsay project requires significant amounts of diamond core drilling to convert
the existing Inferred Mineral Resource to Ore Reserves.

It is likely that Venture Minerals will require more funding by the end of 2010, if the
Company is going to maintain project development momentum. RM Research however
anticipates that ongoing exploration expenditure in the medium term will likely result in
significant share price appreciation.

Possibly approval delays and environmental sensitivities could result in minor delays
however RM Research considers this a minor risk as Mt Lindsay is situated in an
established mining district with existing infrastructure.

Conclusion

RM Research believes that Venture Minerals is a well managed mineral exploration
company with a lead project that has the potential to be commercialised in the current
commodity cycle. We anticipate a significant increase in the Mineral Resource at Mount
Lindsay after the most recent exploration program has identified down plunge extensions of tin
and tungsten mineralisation as well as new high-grade zones for both minerals.
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RM Research Recommendation Categories

Care has been taken to define the level of risk to return associated with a particular company.
